They
are included in aHeritage Overlay and have
no colour on the City of Port Phillip Heritage
Policy Map in the Port Phillip Heritage Review,
Volume 1-6. However, any new development
on these sites may impacton the significance
of the Heritage Overlay, and should therefore
considerthe heritage characteristics ofany
adjoining heritage place and the streetscape
as covered in this policy
