A copy of the recorded images must be available upon request for immediate viewing or removal by the Victoria
Police, or a person authorised in writing by the Victorian Commission for Gambling and Liquor Regulation, or otherwise
retained for at least one month. The positioning of all cameras shall be to the satisfaction of the Licensing Inspector.
