EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The City of Port Phillip’s OPCC is a formal reference committee to Council and acts as
its peak advisory and advocacy body consulting on issues affecting the wellbeing of
older people 55 years and over within the municipality.

The OPCC have presented to Council their Annual Report outlining the breadth of work
they have completed and highlighting their key achievements.

At the OPCC meetings on the 20 April and 25 May 2020 the Committee’s current
tenure was discussed. OPCC members would like Council to consider an extension of
their term on the Committee from October 2020 to May 2021.

Due to the impact of COVID-19 and a decrease in membership in recent times, the
OPCC request to co-opt new Committee members, as outlined in the Terms of
Reference. Refer to Attachment 2 Older Persons Consultative Committee Terms of

KEY POINTS/ISSUES

The OPCC was established in 2000 as a component of Council’s response to the
International Year of the Older Person. The OPCC were appointed in a voluntary
capacity as an advisory body on issues affecting older residents in Port Phillip.

The OPCC is a reference committee of the City of Phillip. Its community members are
appointed on a voluntary capacity. They advise and advocate to Council on wellbeing
issues, policies, plans and services impacting older people.

OPCC members attend monthly committee meetings and volunteer additional time on
subcommittees to support their advocacy work and assist Council to deliver events
such as the Port Phillip Seniors Festival. Members also represent older persons in
relevant forums and are members of other reference committees within Council and the
community.

In 2019 the OPCC developed an action plan in line with their Terms of Reference, the
Council Plan 2017-27, and the World Health Organisation Age Friendly Cities
Framework. The Plan outlines advice to Council on policy and planning issues,
advocacy relating to older people, and promotion of positive ageing in Port Phillip.
Refer to Attachment 3 Older Persons Consultative Committee 2019 Objectives and
Plan - Review.

The OPCC Annual Report 2019 outlines the committee’s achievements, including:

4.5.1 Hosting the Embolden Festival ‘Embolden2019’ in partnership with Celebrate
Ageing, 1 - 3 September at St Kilda Town Hall.

4.5.2 Guiding and assisting Council with the delivery of the 2019 City of Port Phillip
Seniors Festival program, and hosting Council’s key events.

4.5.3 Convening OPCC working groups and subcommittees to further develop actions,
including:

e Aged Care Reform Working Group

e Seniors Festival Steering Committee

e OPCC 20th Anniversary Working Group

e LGA Reference Committees Working Group

4.5.4 Submitting a response to the Royal Commission into Aged Care Quality
Standard. The Submission was endorsed by Council on the 21 August and
submitted to the Royal Commission on the 2 September.

4.5.6 Providing feedback and advice on a range of issues outlined in section 5.

4.6 Council appointed the current OPCC members on the 5 April 2017 for the period of the

current Council term.
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4.7 The Committee’s tenure was recently discussed at the 20 April and 25 May OPCC
meetings. The current term of the committee ceases in October 2020. It was agreed
that a request to extend the membership of the Committee until May 2020 be sought.

4.8 By extending the term of the OPCC this will allow for incoming Councillors to have
sufficient time to be fully oriented and able to consider needs relating to reference
committees.

4.9 Prior to both the 2013 and 2016 Council elections, the Council endorsed an extension
of tenure for the OPCC.

4.10 Since the onset of the current OPCC membership three members have resigned and
one member has passed away.

4.11 The impact of COVID-19 has highlighted the need for the Committee to have a more
robust membership.

4.12 At the 20 April and 25 May OPCC meetings the Committee deliberated on the number
of current members. The OPCC agreed to seek Council’s approval to co-opt new
members on to the committee, as outlined in the Terms of Reference, until the
proposed extension of term to May 2021.

4.13 Council have a register of prospective OPCC members. The list consists of residents
who have enquired about becoming a member of the committee outside of the
recruitment period. The OPCC would seek to gauge their interest in joining the
committee.

The establishment of Council Reference Committees is integral to Council’s Good
Governance principles. Through these Committees, Council recognises and
encourages community leadership, and seeks to maximise community feedback in its
decision-making process.

Reference Committees provide advice to Council as well as facilitating community
networks to build on local strengths, keeping people informed and connected. They
improve public confidence through demonstrating active community participation in the
decision-making process.

The OPCC'’s contribution has ensured that older persons have a more culturally
enriched, participatory and inclusive lived experience. As an established reference
committed they have been responsible for advocating for Council to deliver a range of
positive and healthy ageing initiatives. They include the Linking Neighbours Program
and Seniors Register, a dedicated Seniors Festival, and the establishment of a
University of the Third Age (U3A) in Port Phillip.

They host annual information forums on current topics identified as of significant
importance by older residents.

They provide advice to Council on policy and strategy developments and on the
Commonwealth Aged Care reforms.

They are representative of a range of local groups and services including U3APP,
Australian Association of Gerontology, Port Phillip Lions Club, COTA Victoria, Port
Phillip Bicycle Users Group, CaSPA Care, Linking Neighbours, Port Phillip Multifaith
Network and Multicultural Advisory Committee.

) Strategy 2.11 Council supports consultative processes and advisory groups to
ensure our understanding of community service needs is well- informed and
relevant.

The United Nations (UN)’ Policy Brief: The impact of COVID-19 on older persons May
2020’, outlines ‘the pandemic has seen older persons at a significantly higher risk of
mortality and sickness with people over 80 years old dying at five times the average
rate’. The wellbeing, mental health and the impact of ageism and stigma on older
persons needs to be addressed. The UN highlight the extreme importance for older
persons to contribute to the crisis response and recovery. The OPCC are well placed to
assist Council to deliver on this.

The OPCC will be an important stakeholder for Council to continue to consult in relation
to COVID-19 recovery. The relaxing of lock down restrictions in Victoria may cause
varying degrees of concern for older residents in relation to their health and safety,
given the current messaging.
