Another Lament by Chamber Made Opera 
LIVING ROOM OPERA No. 3 by Chamber Made Opera and Rawcus titled simply ANOTHER LAMENT investigates the tragedy of Henry Purcell’s music and his untimely demise. Following the success of their collaboration with the Melbourne Symphony Orchestra, Rawcus are joined by a solo instrument: Danish bass player and chanteuse Ida Dueland Hansen, whose poise, manner and demeanor were extraordinary in one so young; her voice (lay somewhere between Nico, and Bjork) was exquisite deep, dark tonal, and suitably brooding.

Her other instrument (a Double Bass, hot-wired we suspect by brilliant sound designer Jethro Woodward) sounded incredible when bowed, scraped, and rubbed with sharp knives cups and saucers, all whilst lying on the lounge-room floor. Two living-rooms divided by a large wide hallway each had large timber sliding double-doors which served as a triple stage device; opening and expanding the intimate people crowded seating area in lounge room #1to a group of rooms in the distance. Think Stanley Kubrick's the Shining with Jack Nicholson (played by our Facebook friend Clem Baade visually) and you have the mood right. In each room a series of mimed vignettes closely followed the lyric lines of the text. Purcell was locked outside and heard only as a recorded soundtrack cleverly interwoven with live action accompanied by vocal and Bass instrumental music from the beautiful Ida, creative choreography, brilliant sound and lighting and all in the comfort of someone’s own home.

Others think it was tuberculosis, or something more sinister.....reveries and improvisations on Purcell are at the centre of this tableau vivant, created by artists with and without disabilities. Continuing the company’s journey into classical music, Another Lament/ Another great World premiere.
