Melbourne’s public transport system allows
extensive access across the city and is very
user-friendly. Tickets called Metcards
provide access between all modes of public
transport. These can be pre-purchased
from train stations, retail outlets
displaying a blue Metcard sign and the
Melbourne Visitor Centre at Federation
Square. Metcards are also available from
bus drivers and on board trams from
coin-only ticket machines. All travel on
public transport requires a valid ticket.

Trains

Flinders Street Station, on the corner of Flinders
and Swanston streets, is the hub of Melbourne’s
train system, and all trains begin or end their
journeys here. Trains operate from 5am until
midnight each day, and there are 16 different
train lines servicing inner and outer suburbs —
these lines are all linked to bus and tram
services and stations are between one and two
kilometres apart. An underground train system,
known as the City Loop, has five stations within
the CBD.

Trams

Trams travel along most of Melbourne’s major
thoroughfares. Most routes travel to and from
the city centre, but some travel across the inner
eastern, inner north-western and inner southern
suburbs. Services run regularly from 5am until
midnight Monday to Saturday and from 7am to
11pm on Sundays. Passengers board trams at
signposted stops which often have a map
describing route numbers and times. Route
numbers are displayed at the front of each tram.

perimeter of the central business district every
12 minutes and every day between 10am and
6pm (until 9pm during daylight savings), except
Christmas Day and Good Friday. Using historical
W class trams, the service is free and operates in
a circular route passing many major attractions,
as well as linking with other tram, train and
light-rail routes in and around Melbourne. An
automated audio commentary announces
points of interest along the route.

Buses

Melbourne’s bus network services the same
routes as trams as well as destinations not
included on train and tram networks. Bus
tickets can be pre-purchased or obtained
on-board from the driver. Passengers should
indicate their intention to board a bus by raising
their arm as it approaches the stop. A very
useful service for travellers is the NightRider, an
‘after midnight bus service which travels from
the city to the suburbs.

TAXI .
. Taxis

Melbourne taxis are yellow making them very
easy to identify. Cabs often wait in designated
ranks that are clearly signposted at central
locations such as major hotels or train stations,
and at the airport, but you can also hail a taxi in
the street — if the rooftop light is illuminated, it
means the taxi is available for hire. You can also
book a taxi by telephone.

Ao Walking & Cycling
Throughout Melbourne and its surrounding
suburbs there are trails specifically designed for
walking, running and cycling. Follow a heritage
walking trail through the city streets, cycle
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the cultural and architectural elegance of Albert
Park, South Melbourne, Toorak, South Yarra and
Richmond. Cyclists must follow road rules and
should wear bright clothing, and ensure there is
a light on the bike when riding at night.
Helmets are compulsory.

@ Melbourne Mobility Centre
Operated by the Travellers Aid Society of Victoria
for the City of Melbourne and dedicated to
improving access for everyone in the heart of
the city, the Melbourne Mobility Centre has
services such as equipment for hire, two fully
accessible toilets and visitor information for
older people and those with both permanent
and temporary disabilities. It is located on the
first floor of the Federation Square car park at
ground level adjacent to the ArtPlay playground.

m Tourist Shuttle

The free Melbourne City Tourist Shuttle is an
easy way to see many of Melbourne's
attractions. Board the bus at any one of the 11
stops at key city destinations, including the
Melbourne Museum and Carlton Gardens; the
Queen Victoria Market; the Melbourne
Aquarium; the Immigration Museum;
Southbank; the Shrine of Remembrance; the
Royal Botanic Gardens and Chinatown. The
shuttle runs between 9.30am and 4.30pm daily.
The round trip takes about an hour and includes
an informative on-board commentary.

CityLink cCityLink Tollway
Melbourne’s CityLink is a 22-kilometre
automated tollway which connects the
Tullamarine, West Gate and Monash freeways.
CityLink roads are clearly marked with blue and
