Temporary parking allows people or organisations to park exclusively in specified areas for a short-term period. The allocated parking spots are exclusive to the person or organisation that have received authorisation through council. However, the City of Port Phillip can no longer provide signage and bollards for the reservation of parking bays. The production company may provide their own signage/bollards and security.

There is no charge for reasonable reserved parking in relation to resident relocation. However an application form must be submitted and approved. 

PERMIT RESTRICTIONS 

Permitted vehicles are exempt from 'time limited and paid parking restrictions' (green signs) and permit, loading or taxi zones under special circumstances.  

Permitted vehicles are not exempt from Clearways, No Stopping areas and other red parking signs or other statutory regulations.  

LODGING YOUR APPLICATION 

Applications should be received one week before your event. 

Applicants may be required for a site meeting prior to the permit being issued.
The personal information requested on this form is being collected by the council to consider an application for a temporary parking permit.  The personal information will be used solely by the council for that primary purpose or directly related purposes.  Council may disclose this information to the police and emergency service agencies.  If this information is not collected it will not be possible to consider the application.  The applicant understands that the personal information provided is for parking purposes and that he or she may apply to the council for access to and/or amendment of the information.  Requests for access and or correction should be made to the Privacy Officer, City of Port Phillip.
