Mr Adrian Jackson made the following comments for consideration by Council:

e Parking tickets across the municipality are inconsistent and should be reviewed,;
e Proposal for angle parking in wide streets;

e Removal of clear way until 10am in part of parking in Beaconsfield Parade;

¢ Introduction of Stop Signs at some roundabouts (eg; Richardson Street and Armstrong
Street);

¢ Introduction of 40 km speed limit in residential streets within Port Phillip; and

e Concern regarding the ‘Interfaith leaflet’ that was distributed in the last issue of Divercity.
The Chairperson, Cr O’Connor advised that Council would take these comments into
consideration when parking arrangements are being reviewed in the future, noting that any
discussion in relation to Beaconsfield Parade (a major arterial road) would be in conjunction

Greg Wood, Manager Community Services provided the following response:

e The Minister for Environment and Climate Change has made Port Phillip City Council
Committee of Management for the land occupied by Lady Forster Kindergarten with two
conditions:

e The Port Phillip City Council must engage with the Lady Forster Kindergarten
Incorporated, the Albert Park College Childcare Centre and the local community and
actively encourage their participation in the planning and design of the new family and
children’s centre, which is proposed to be developed on the Liardet Street site; and

e The Port Phillip City Council must invite the Federal Government to provide a
representative on the Liardet Street Family and Children’s Centre Steering
Committee.

e Today (Monday) Council provided letters to both Lady Forster Kindergarten and Albert
Park College Child Care Centre for distribution to parents outlining Council’s position and
proposed way forward.

¢ Council also letterboxed the neighbourhood around the Liardet Street site with a similar
letter to residents.

e Council has sent a letter to the Deputy Prime Minister, inviting her to nominate a
representative to the Steering Committee.

Cr Touzeau asked the following question:

Who is responsible for the maintenance of bluestone lanes and in particular, if these lanes
are damaged by vehicles?

David Yeouart, Executive Director Community Assets & Services provided the following
response:

Placing a load limit on these laneways would be the only way to protect them, however it is
quite a long, involved and complicated procedure. There is no easy method to stop large
vehicles in laneways, however when we upgrade laneways we do have a procedure to
strengthen surfaces if needed. If there is a particular laneway that you are concerned about,
| can ensure this is attended to.

Request Parks Victoria to conduct a review of the new zones in 12 months, and ongoing
further reviews, as beach facilities are developed.

ORDER 5 RESPONSE TO PETITION - TO RE-SOW DEGRADED LAWN AREAS OF
PORT MELBOURNE LIGHT RAIL RESERVES

Ordinary Meeting of Council on 23 February 2009, asking for Council to consider re-sewing
drought tolerant grass areas which had been degraded.

1.  That Council notes that the following actions will be taken to respond to the concerns
identified in the petition.

a) The degraded turf areas in Hester Reserve and Turner Reserve will be upgraded in
Autumn 2010 using line planting of drought tolerant grasses and improvement of
existing soils.

b) Over the summer period, damaged areas will be protected with temporary fencing,
which will be rotated, to help maintain existing turf within the reserves.

OTHER BODIES

ltem 1

Cr Bolitho presented the following written report as delegate to the Association of Bayside
Municipalities and Metropolitan Transport Forum.

ABM (Association of Bayside Municipalities)

The ABM has focused on:

¢ Finalising the climate change charter — getting the signature of all ten mayors in order
to present the charter to the Minister.

e The June meeting will be at the City of Melbourne. MCC will present on their Total
Watermark and Climate Change Adaptation Strategy Projects. Pre-meeting tour will
include CH2 and street trees (diversion of storm water to trees)

All councillors are welcome to attend.

MTF (Metropolitan Transport Forum)

The main events since last reporting were the state and federal budgets. The federal budget
was historic in funding urban public transport with the regional rail link and the rail tunnel.
Federal funding was 80:20 in favour of urban rail projects. The state government budget was
a complete commitment to all the initiatives outlined in the Victorian Transport Plan.

The MTF hosted a well attended forum on integrating transport and urban planning on the
21° May at the Department of Transport with a range of speakers from state and local
government talking about the challenges and practicalities of achieving integration.

Richard McAliece was invited to speak about the referral authority role of the Department of
Public Transport. Planning applications of over 60 units should be referred to his department.
The department considers matters such as:

o Effect of any reduced speeds imposed on public transport as a consequence of a
development

¢ Reducing car parking

e Leftin, left out of major developments
e Improving connectivity

e Proponent to mitigate problems

e Improved connectivity

Guidelines for referrals to the Department of Public Transport are on the web. Richard
McAliece is willing to come and speak with council planners

Jane Homewood has been reviewing activity centres across Australia to better understand
what makes for success.

e She encouraged developing strong partnerships with state government. Without their
investment, our communities will lose out on significant funding opportunities. E.g. The
City of Gosnells in WA leveraged $80m in investment from $5 from the City.
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e Bringing communities along from the start. Communities build the momentum
e Whole of government projects are the most successful

e There was considerable debate amongst the panel of speakers on how much detail
should be developed in planning for major projects. There appeared to be a consensus
that it was more important to get the principles and objectives clear, rather than
spending a considerable time on detail and losing the main game

e If major renewal projects don't have transport, they will not be successful
e Identify multiple benefits in any major renewal project

e Pick the areas where growth can occur — that will enable other areas to renew in a more
evolutionary way

Chris Loader from the Bus Association of Victoria was the speaker at the May meeting.
Points of interest from his presentation:

e Mode shift is happening

e Car traffic is stagnating

e Bus patronage is growing by 14%

e 80% of Melbourne’s population only have access to buses

e Most vulnerable populations have the least service

e SMARTBUS, with 15 minute frequencies, patronage is growing by 8%
e Bus service reviews have also resulted in more rational, useful services
e A bus costs only $400,000 and can be put into service very quickly
Conclusion

e If a good service is provided, people will use it.

On June 3 Jim Betts, secretary of the Department of Transport will speak about the budget
Yarra Room, City of Melbourne. The regular meeting will follow at 6pm where the speaker
will be from METLINK on consumer preferences in transport.

All councillors are most welcome.

MTF Advocacy Group
The draft strategy is in two parts:

e Identifying gaps in the Victorian Transport Plan and seeking to influence the state’s
2010/11 budget

e Having a strategy in place by the start of 2010 that can be adapted to the needs of each
local council for the election year.
