
INSTALLATION STEPS
1. Position the Delnorth Lane-Flex  bollard in the required location and

mark all three holes in position onto the surface. Note that one hole
should directly face the traffic flow.

2. Drill 3 x 14mm holes to 100mm min depth.
3. Ensure the holes are free of dust and debris. Apply epoxy T-Rex,

Megapoxy or approved equivalent into the holes.
4. Insert the nylon plugs into the core holes flush with the surface

and apply the epoxy T-Rex to the base of the bollard around
the fastening holes.

5. Place washer onto the coach screw, insert fastener through base.
6. Tighten until firm.

2. A Dial Before You Dig (DBYD) must be conducted where

excavation is required.
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Bolt down to concrete surface with
mechanical anchors 130mm in length
with nylon plug to suit 14mm drill holes.
25mm washer required.
